Early Years Pupil Premium Statement


The Early Years Pupil Premium (EYPP) is extra funding for early years settings aimed at enhancing education for disadvantaged children aged 2 to 3. Starting from 1st April 2025, the funding rate will be £1 per eligible child for the first 15 hours, amounting to £570 per year. We keep a close eye on how this funding is used and the positive impact it has on the progress of the children who benefit from it.

Aim: Our goal is to enhance the progress of children eligible for EYPP, helping to close the gap with other groups in our childcare centre. We continue to focus on improving children's language development, as it's an ongoing concern in our setting.
Children eligible for EYPP at Ellergreen Childcare Centre face barriers in speech, language, and communication, identified through baseline assessments. We utilise the WELLCOMM toolkit to screen all pupils and set specific targets. Additionally, we provide 1:1 support and small group interventions. Progress is measured using WELLCOMM assessments, with reports detailing improvements and next steps. We also access support from Language Box for children with language difficulties. You can see the effects of these programmes by looking at the children's starting points and the progress they achieve over the term.
