	Building Relationships
	Key people are allocated and staff work to settle children and support them to separate from main carer  

All About Me’s are used to identify and celebrate interests, home life and what is important to each child. Children’s interests are incorporated into continuous provision to ensure they feel valued and secure

Rules, routine and expectations are outlined through 1:1 play experiences as well as small group and whole group work

Continuous modelling of play, friendly and positive behaviour between adults and peers

Learning peers  names through small group and whole group work

	Secure relationships are established between adults and children through the work completed in Autumn 1

Most children are confident to ask for help from a familiar adult and have been exposed to several communication methods to support them e.g signing, communication boards, verbally

Focus on what makes a good friend, introduction of the kindness tree and how children can help and support each other in class 


	Videos and images from children’s home life is shared via Tapestry, enabling and creating opportunities for children to discuss what is important to them and their experiences with their friends in class 

Differences and similarities are celebrated often which supports children to find commonalities or interest in their peers and build on their current friendships 

From consistent small group work, children are able to negotiate space and often welcome peers joining their play during continuous provision 
	Multiple visitors have been invited to nursery by Spring 2 and children become more outgoing and accepting of strangers in the nursery environment demonstrating that they feel safe and secure in a familiar context with adults and their peers 

Adults demonstrate sensitivity and respect for others, including other living things in the environment, resulting in discussion and activities on how we look after ourselves, our families, our friends and the environment

Events and relevant topics happening in the local community is often discussed or celebrated resulting in children forming a knowledge of how they are part of a community 
	Achievements are regularly celebrated throughout the year, children have an instilled sense of pride and a want to share their achievements with their friends


Opportunities for children to bond over their similarities and explore their differences are regularly provided

Where secure friendships have not been established, small group work will be undertaken with adults working on scaffolding relationships, playing co-operatively and open interaction and dialogue 
	Activities are planned specifically to encourage children to work collaboratively with their peers as a team, even with children who they may not have formed a special friendship with 

Adults regularly hand responsibility back to children when they are facing conflict, allowing them to attempt to resolve it themselves before seeking help

	Self-Regulation
	Introduction to the Zones of Regulation and what emotion each zone represents

Emotion coaching strategies modelled and in place to support children to separate from carers and feel safe in class

Modelling use of calming kits and resources to help support big emotions when settling into new environment 

Home/family books quickly established to offer comfort and allow children to feel valued 

Personalised support to access the learning environment with confidence

	Whole class, small group and 1:1 co-regulation techniques are embedded into daily routine including 5 finger breathing, yoga etc 

Staff identify what is in each child’s individual toolkit and ensure that the resources needed are accessible when necessary
Through the constant modelling of the Zones of Regulation, children begin to label their feelings and discussions take place daily on how our actions can impact others 
	Children can express feelings of ‘happy’, ‘sad’, ‘angry’ and ‘excited’ and show a willingness to work with an adult when needed to regulate their emotions, showing recognition that it is not nice to be out of the green zone for too long

Regular role-play opportunities are modelled around stories and small world characters i.e ‘uh oh, nobody wants to play with Neon Leon, look at his face his lips are turned down’, ‘the dolls are having a party, they’re jumping up and down – what are they feeling?’

	Broader and more abstract emotions are openly discussed, labelled and embedded into every day learning including ‘frustrated’, ‘worried’, ‘nervous’.

The concept of ‘the size of the problem’ is firmly used within day to day life in nursery resulting in children who can begin to consider and contemplate if their reactions match the situations/challenges they face 


Explicit teaching on what is and is not ok has taken place and is clearly established i.e ‘it’s ok to be angry but it’s not ok to hit’, most children are able to identify what is not acceptable behaviour independently 
	Children are able to show effortful control when facing small disputes or dilemmas and can seek help from an adult or the resources and strategies available to them when experiencing big emotions 

Explicit teaching on how we are all different has taken place and children are able to adapt to their peers at times, showing mutual respect and tolerance and a management of their own feelings


	Children have an established sense of their toolkit and will use strategies or resources from it to support them to self-regulate in the moment, often showing effortful control

The transition to a new school is discussed openly and regularly, activities are provided in groups around the children’s new reception class including looking at the building and uniform online
 


	Managing Self
	Expectations made clear for children to manage their self-care needs i.e hand washing, blowing their nose (catch it, bin it, kill it), managing own toileting needs where able

Constant sense of independence reinforced through encouragement to find own coat, belongings, wellies and expectation that they attempt to put them on themselves

Class routine established and reinforced through visual timetable giving children understanding of what is expected of them and what will happen next i.e to take part in tidy up time before going outside
	Small group time is established and children demonstrate that they know what colour group they belong to

What clothing is appropriate for the weather is discussed in small group and whole group times. Children recognise when they need their wet suits on and staff appropriately challenge/support independence 

Seeking risk and taking challenge is encouraged frequently, staff allow children ownership of some risk assessments i.e rather than saying ‘be careful’, staff use language like ‘do you feel safe?’, ‘look where your feet are going’
	Adults regularly seek out opportunities to model ‘my turn’, ‘your turn’ with small groups of children to encourage tolerance of waiting and build on turn-taking skills

The class rules are regularly and discreetly reinforced through discussion and visual aids resulting in most children following some of them without being told i.e children independently wash hands before snack and put an apron on before going in the water tray

Healthy and unhealthy food is discussed frequently supporting children to make good choices at snack and lunch time
	Regular discussion takes place on what happens to our bodies when we exercise including what is important to give us energy 

Oral hygiene is focussed on regularly including toothbrushing activities and songs in small and whole group, books around how dentists help us are shared and 

When provided with choices during structured activities and in the moment learning, children are often able to identify what they are physically feeling and what will help i.e a coat when cold, a snack when hungry
	As summer begins, learning around the risk factors associated with the sun take place including why we wear hats, the reason for suncream and how to stay hydrated 

Children are consistently challenged to develop their skills in all areas. From the positive support of a familiar adult, children are able to demonstrate a can-do attitude and persevere when facing challenges

Independence is constantly reinforced with children expected to take accountability of all self-care needs as well as care for their belongings, the indoor and outdoor environment 
	From the prior work undertaken, children demonstrate an understanding of their responsibility in how to stay safe as well as healthy including:
Taking precautions in the sun, 
Stranger danger,
PANTs rule, 
Exercise and healthy eating
Oral hygiene

	Home Learning

	As part of our commitment to fostering a rich learning environment at home, we provide parents with a weekly newsletter filled with engaging activities that can be easily incorporated into family routines. This resource is designed to support families in creating enjoyable learning experiences alongside everyday life.
Additionally, families receive the weekly Neli Newsletter, offering exclusive access to an audible version of the story we are focusing on in school. This resource enhances listening skills and includes suggested activities that reinforce story comprehension and stimulate creativity at home.
To further assist our parents, we encourage them to visit the school website, where a variety of resources are available, including materials for maths, phonics, and bucket therapy. There are also helpful tips on staying safe online, promoting a secure digital environment for our children.
Moreover, we send home specific targets for each child's development, accompanied by observations outlining areas where additional support may be beneficial according to their Wellcomm assessment. To cultivate a love for reading, children are given the opportunity to change their library books every Wednesday and receive a workbook to mark make about the story. This collaborative effort aims to enhance literacy skills and strengthen the vital home-school connection.

	Accountability 
	In the Autumn term, a comprehensive Special Educational Needs (SEN) report will be compiled and presented to the governors, highlighting the end-of-year data. The report will provide insights into the effectiveness of support strategies employed across the school, ensuring that all children’ needs are adequately met and progress is monitored. This will facilitate informed decision-making regarding resource allocation and strategic planning for SEN provision.
	The Improvement Plan will undergo evaluation and rigorous scrutiny by the Local School Improvement Partner (LSIP), ensuring that progress against set targets is transparent and accountable. Subsequently, the findings and recommendations will be shared with governors at the full governors meeting. This process not only promotes accountability but also encourages collaborative discussions about necessary adjustments for future enhancements.
	An evaluation of the School Development Plan (SDP) will be shared with the Children and Learning Committee in the Spring term. This evaluation will assess the effectiveness of the current initiatives and provide an opportunity for committee members to contribute their insights and recommendations, ensuring all are engaged in the ongoing development of educational practice.
	Similar to Autumn 2, the Improvement Plan will again be evaluated and scrutinised by the LSIP. The outcome of this evaluation will be presented to governors at the full governors meeting, maintaining a cycle of accountability and continuous reflection aimed at enhancing teaching and learning outcomes.
	In the nearing close of the academic year, another review of the SDP will be shared with the Children and Learning Committee. This assessment will guide the planning for the next academic year and address any outstanding objectives, ensuring all pathways to improvement are identified and scheduled for action.
	The final evaluation of the Improvement Plan will take place, with scrutiny by the LSIP once more, followed by sharing findings at the full governors meeting. This last term's evaluation seeks to consolidate the year's learning and provide a robust basis for strategic planning for the forthcoming academic year.
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
