Fire Safety Policy
	‘Providers must take reasonable steps to ensure the safety of children, staff and others on the premises in the case of fire or any other emergency, and must have an emergency evacuation procedure. Providers must have appropriate fire detection and control equipment (for example, fire alarms, smoke detectors, and fire extinguishers) which is in working order. Fire exits must be clearly identifiable, and fire doors must be free of obstruction and easily opened from the inside’. (Statutory framework for the EYFS) 

Aim of Policy: 

To ensure the safe evacuation of children and staff in the event of a fire

Procedures  

· Advice and guidance will be sought off the Local Authority Fire Safety Officer and any recommendations/requirements will be adhered to.
· The Headteacher and Childcare Manager will be the designated staff members who are responsible for fire safety. The Headteacher/Childcare Manager will make regular checks of the fire safety inspections on both sites, logging any faults and ensuring these are addressed.
· All visitors will be recorded when they arrive and leave so the head count following evacuation is accurate.

· All staff will, at induction before working with the children, be informed how to raise the alarm.
· The Leadership Team will ensure that all staff are aware of the fire evacuation procedures should the alarm be raised. 
· When evacuating the building a member of the Leadership Team will collect the register, information on parents/carers including contact numbers and a mobile phone.
· The Headteacher/Childcare Manager will ensure the fire exits are clear and fire doors are not locked whilst the setting is operating.

· The fire alarm system will be tested weekly and records kept.

· We will display fire safety procedures within each room and around the Nursery School and Childcare Centre.
· Fire Risk Assessment will be updated on record of any significant findings. 

· We hold regular fire drills (covering all children), and record the outcome of the fire drill. Records of drills are stored securely and identify actions to improve evacuation.  
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
